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True faith means more than simply 

giving an 
intellectual assent 
to a set of beliefs.  
It means allowing 
Christ to live His life 
in and through 
your life and make 

you a radically new person.  Part of 
that newness is a new set of eyes 
which see the world as they never 
saw it before and 
respond to it with 
the compassion of 
Christ Himself.  But 
how should we 
respond?  Here are 
some steps which 
ought to be part of 
any response by 
the people of God 
to our culture.

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Ravi Zacharias has said that in our 
culture we can believe anything we 
want, as long as we don't call it true.  
He is right.  We live in a pluralistic 
culture.  All around us there is a large 

menu of 
worldview and 
faith options 
available from 
which to choose.  
If we don't prefer 
one, we can 
switch, or better 

yet, take a little from each and tailor 
our own faith just how we want it.  
Asking which faith is true is, 
increasingly, viewed as the wrong 
question.  If my faith works for me, 
then it is true for me.  But how does 
the Christian who believes Jesus is the 
way to come to God communicate 
this hard message to people who 
believe there are many ways?  Can 
we present Jesus without being 
viewed as intolerant or arrogant?  This 
evening we will take time to 
understand the pluralism which is so 
common in our culture.  Then we will 
set out seven steps to help us 
communicate 
Christ to our 
friends and 
neighbours 
who view faith 
and religion 
this way. 

 

Issues: 
· With all the other ways people are 

finding God and spirituality all around 
us, how can you, Christians, say Jesus 
is the only way?  Isn't that arrogant 
and intolerant?  Don't all religions lead 
to God?   

· If you say we need God to create the 
 world, then what caused God?   

· Isn't Christianity sexist?   

· Aren't Christians anti-gay?   

· How can a just and loving God make 
a   place like hell?   

· If God is so good, then why do so 
many bad things happen to good 
people?   

And a different kind of question that we 
address: How can I carry on a good 
productive conversation with an atheist 
or agnostic?

If you have ever felt challenged by those who consider 
the Christian faith un-informed, narrow and sexist, here 
is a course which equips you to respond to the common 
objections raised by both critics and also by sincere 
seekers. Although we will pay some attention to 
historical objections our primary focus will be 
contemporary challenges.  Objections considered will 
include post-modern understandings of truth, reality, 
and textual interpretation and their implications for 
Christian truth, the exclusivity of Christianity, the 
problem of hell, the plight of the un-evangelized and its 
implications for the justice of God, the problem of evil 
and suffering, the supposed atrocities of God in the Old 
Testament, alleged biblical contradictions, the problem 
of miracles, and the charge that Christianity is sexist.
